A Fabulous Week!
The class have worked really well all week. Here's a quick summary of some of the learning that’s been taking place...

In English, we have been recapping all of our phonemes and have been doing daily work on reading real words and
nonsense words. Your child is bringing home words they have worked on in class. If you're able to, please take time to
revisit these with your child, encouraging them to either sight read the words or if they need to, to use their phonics to
sound out and then blend to read.

In Maths we’ve been learning about halving shapes and quantities and have now moved onto learning about quartering
shapes and quantities. Please share this song with your child to help reinforce this work:

In RE we had a lovely class worship for our topic on Pentecost and have now started work on reconciliation and making
good choices.

In our RHE and PSHE next week we will continue to work on the lesson called Good and Bad Secrets.

In this session, children will learn the difference between good secrets that are safe to keep, and bad secrets that are
unsafe to keep. They will help Super Susie to decide whether some secrets she is asked to keep are good or bad, and
what to do about it. Through activities and teaching, children will learn how to resist pressure when feeling unsafe.
